Sound Design for Beginners 
 

Are you an emerging director, a drama teacher, participating in a Fringe show, or 
simply curious about the world of sound design?  

 
 Join PTE and Dasha Plett for a two-day workshop designed for beginners. 

 
Date:    Saturday, June 13th and Sunday, June 14th

Description:  
This workshop is an introduction to sound design tools and principles as well as artistic 
ways to approach sound design for theatre. The workshop will focus on preparing you to 
use Qlab, a simple but powerful industry-standard tool for creative and technical 
theatrical sound design. Through demonstrations, discussions, and hands-on 
exercises, we will: 

- learn the basics of Qlab’s sound design tools 
- discover online sources of free or low-cost sound effects 
- learn how to use music and sound effects to create a compelling sonic world 

 
Qlab’s basic functions are free to use, but the software runs exclusively on Mac 
operating systems. Participants will get the most out of the workshop if they have their 
own Mac laptop. Those who do not have a Mac laptop are still welcome to participate 
and will be paired with someone with a laptop for group exercises. No prior experience 
with QLab is required to participate. 
 
About the Facilitator: 
Dasha Plett is a Winnipeg-based sound designer and composer. She has worked with 
the Buddies in Bad Times, Stratford Festival, Royal Manitoba Theatre Centre, Prairie 
Theatre Exchange, Cercle Molière, Theatre Projects Manitoba, Mammalian Diving 
Reflex, Zaiba Baig, Frances Koncan, Waawaate Fobister, and Debbie Patterson. Her 
work has been nominated for the Dora Awards, Siminovitch Protege Prize, and Louis 
Applebaum Composers Award. Dasha is also half of We Quit Theatre, a nationally 
touring performance collective with Gislina Patterson.
